There are currently no mandated renewable energy credit markets within the State of 
Florida, or at thc fcdcral lcvcl. Howcvcr, as discussed in Witness Regan’s pre-filed 
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supplcmcntal testimony, there is a significant amount of activity within both the Florida 
Legislature and the U.S. Congress in the form of numerous bills that, if cnactcd, would 
establish a renewable portfolio standard at either the state level or federal level and would 
create a mandatory renewable energy credit market. To provide indicative valucs of how 
much renewable energy credits could be worth in these mandatory markcts, comparable 
renewable energy credits in thc mandatcd markcts in thc Northcast US. currently range 
from $ I8 to $33 per MWh. 

Today, the only markets into which GRU would be able to scll rcncwablc cncrgy credits 
would be national voluntary markets. Recently, GRU sold solar renewable energy credits 
for $4.00/MWh into a voluntary market.
