Prior to the Amendments, the president or any vice oresident and the 
secretary or any assistant secretary could sign the Company's stock certificate. 

Remove the requirement that the Company's stock certificate state the par value of the Company's 
stock, as this statement is no longer required under Florida law. 

Expand the provision related to stock certificates to expressly provide that shares of the Company's 
stock may be, but are not required to be, represented by stock certificates. and that the Board may 
authorize the issuance of shares without certificates. Prior to the Amendments, the Bylaws did not 
contain express provisions with respect to such matters.
