(3) The Applicant is an Illinois corporation that owns 100% of the issued and
outstanding shares of stock of the Regulated Entities listed in Exhibit “A”.
(4) The Regulated Entities request approval of proposed tariffs, attached
hereto as Exhibit “B”; authorizing the Regulated Entities to collect NSF charges in
accordance with Section 68.065, Florida Statutes and Section 832.08(5), Florida
Statutes.

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(7) The above-noted charges are justified, pursuant to Section 367.091(6),
Florida Statutes, because they are based on the judgment of the Legislature that such
charges “remedy the evil of giving checks ... without first providing funds in or credit
with the depositories....”"
