The total well capacity of 800 gpm indicated in the calculation does not appear to include the 
well capacities of both plants combined. Records show total well capacity to be 2,460 gpm. 
Please review the total well capacities and revise the Lake JosephindSebring Lakes water 
treatment plant used and useful calculation, if needed. 

Please explain the various types of water uses that make up Gallons of Other Uses as shown in 
Volume 1 - Appendix 2, Schedule F-l Appendix, and how the amounts are determined 
(metered or estimated) and recorded.
