Pursuant to Fla. Admin. Code R. 28-106.206, Rule 1.340 of the Florida Rules of

Civil Procedure, Progress Energy Florida, Inc. (“PEF”) hereby serves its objections to
The Florida Industrial Power Users Group’s (“FIPUG”) Second Set of Interrogatories
(Nos. 9-15) and states as follows:

not been done for PEF, presumably at PEF’s cost.

Additionally, PEF generally objects to FIPUG’s 2™ Set of Interrogatories to the
extent that they call for data or information protected by the attorney-client privilege, the
work product doctrine, the accountant-client privilege, the trade secret privilege, or any
other applicable privilege or protection afforded by law.

Finally, PEF reserves the right to supplement any of its responses to FIPUG’s 2™
Set of Interrogatories if PEF cannot locate the answers immediately due to their
magnitude and the work required to aggregate them, or if PEF later discovers additional
responsive information in the course of this proceeding.

By making these general objections at this time, PEF does not waive or relinquish

its right to assert additional general and specific objections to FIPUG’s discovery at the

time PEF’s response is due.
