3. In the response to Question No. 5 of Staff’s First Data Request, FPUC states that the

reduced greenhouse gas emissions due to redizced power generation to supply purchased power would
be offset by increased emissions to implement additional participation in programs. For clarification,

please provide an example of how emissions would be increased to implement additionalg;‘
