Pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, Florida
Administrative Code, Florida Power & Light Company (“FPL™) hereby submits its Revised
Third Request for Extension of Confidential Classification Of Information Provided Pursuant to
Audit No. 04-022-4-1 to the Florida Public Service Commission (“Commission™) in connection
with the Audit No, 04-022-4-1 (*Revised Request™). In support of this Request, FPL, states as
follows:

1. On May 17, 2011, FPL filed its Third Request for Extension of Confidential
Classification of Materials Provided Pursuant to Audit No. 04-022-4-1 (“Third Request”).
Revised Exhibits A and B, and Third Revised Exhibits C and D were filed with FPL’s Third
Request. FPL’s Third Request is incorporated by reference herein and made a part of this
Revised Request.

2. FPL inadvertently omitted Workpaper No. 41-2/4, consisting of 16 pages, and
Workpaper No. 41-2/5, consisting of 8 pages, from Revised Exhibits A and B to its Third
Request. Additionally, page 4 of Revised Exhibit C to FPL’s Third Request inadvertently states
that Workpaper No. 42-2/1-4 is “non-confidential.” This Revised Request is being filed to
include Workpaper No. 41-2/4 and Workpaper No. 41-2/5 in Revised Exhibits A and B to FPL’s
Third Request, and to provide a corrected version of Exhibit C to note that Workpaper No. 42-

2/1-4 is confidential.
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3. The following exhibits are included with this request:

a. Revised Exhibit A consists a copy of the additional confidential material
on which all additional information that FPL asserts is entitled to confidential treatment has been
highlighted.  The materials included in Revised Exhibit A are intended to supplement the
Revised Exhibit A filed with FPL’s Third Request;

b. Revised Exhibit B consists of a copy of the additional confidential
material on which all additional information that FPL asserts is entitled to confidential treatment
has been redacted. The materials included in Revised Exhibit A are intended to supplement the

c. Third Revised Exhibit C is a corrected table containing a column-by-
column and line-by-line identification of the information for which confidential treatment is
sought and references to the specific statutory basis or bases for the claim of confidentiality and
to the affidavit in support of the requested classification. Third Revised Exhibit C is intended to
replace the Third Revised Exhibit C filed with FPL’s Third Request.

4. FPL incorporates by reference Third Revised Exhibit D filed with FPL’s Third
Request, which is applicable to the information provided in the Exhibits to this request.

5. FPL incorporates and restates its justification from FPL’s Third Request for the
confidentiality of the material identified in Revised Exhibits A and B and Third Revised Exhibit

C attached herein.
