As grounds for the relief requested by this petition, the Company would respectfully 

show: 

1. Gulf is a utility subject to the jurisdiction of the Florida Public Service 

Commission pursuant to chapter 366, Florida Statutes. It has principal offices at 500 Bayfront 

Parkway, Pensacola Florida.

3. Gulf is purchasing two (2) Ford Fiesta vehicles with expected delivery to occur in 

April 2012. The total projected cost is approximately $15,000 per vehicle. 

4. Gulf does not have a depreciation class or rate to account for this type of vehicle. 
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In order to properly account for the deprecation related to these vehicles, Gulf requests authority 

to record the costs of the new vehicles in FERC account 392-4110, Automobiles. In establishing 

the rate for this new class of depreciable asset, Gulf seeks to use a seven (7) year life for the 

vehicles and a net salvage of 15%.

Gulf s request for a new depreciation class and rate for automobiles consistent with this petition.
