A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF VOLUSIA COUNTY,
AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 2012-70 AND SUPPORTING THE
RIGHT OF COUNTY RESIDENTS TO ALLOW SMART METER
INSTALLATION IN THEIR HOMES SOLELY IF THEY REQUEST

2012-70 and requesting that utility providers only install smart meters at the homes of residents
who request them, or “opt in” to the smart meter program.

1. Recitals. The above recitals are incorporated as if fully stated herein as the findings
of the County Council of Volusia County.

2. “Opt In” to Smart Meter Program. It is the position of the county council that given
the concerns of some county residents regarding smart meters, applicable utilities and the Florida
Public Service Commission should consider amending the smart meter installation program so
that only residents who “opt in” or request participation in the program shall receive smart
meters.

3. Copy of Resolution. A copy of this resolution shall be provided immediately to the
Florida Public Service Commission. This resolution shall serve to amend and replace resolution

number 2012-70.
