The meeting may be continued and concluded at a later date
without further notice.

Claims A Proof of Claim is a signed statement describing a creditor's claim. A Proof of Claim form can be obtained from
the United States Bankruptcy Court — District of Delaware website (http2/fwww.deb.uscourts.gov). Under the
“"Forms" link you will find the “Claim Form". A secured creditor retains rights in its collateral regardless of whether
that creditor files a Proof of Claim. If you do not file a Proof of Claim by the “Deadline to File a Proof of Claim”
listed on the front side, you might not be paid any money on your ¢laim from other assets in the bankruptcy case. To
be paid, you must file a Proof of Claim even if your claim is listed in the schedules filed by the debtor. Filing a
Proof of Claim submits the creditor to the jurisdiction of the bankruptcy court, with consequences a lawyer can
explain. For example, a secured creditor who files a Proof of Claim may surrender important nonmonetary rights,
including the right to a jury trial.
