A RAF Return notice will be mailed each December to Campus for 
payment by January 30th.  Neither the cancellation of its certificate nor the failure to receive a 
RAF Return notice shall relieve Campus from its obligation to pay its RAF. 

 If this Order becomes final and effective, it will serve as Campus’s certificate.  Campus
shall retain this Order as proof of its certification.  We are vested with jurisdiction over this 
matter pursuant to Sections 364.335 and 364.336, Florida Statutes.
