PETITION OF VERIZON FLORIDA LLC FOR APPROVAL OF  

INTERCONNECTION, RESALE, UNBUNDLING AND COLLOCATION AGREEMENT 
WITH MOSAIC NETWORX LLC 

 
 Verizon Florida LLC (“Verizon”) files this petition before the Florida Public Service 

Commission (“Commission”) seeking approval of its interconnection, resale, unbundling 

and collocation agreement, attached hereto as Attachment A (the “Agreement”), with 

Mosaic Networx LLC.  In support of its petition, Verizon states: 

 1. The Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the “Act”) requires that any 

“interconnection agreement adopted by negotiation or arbitration shall be submitted for 

approval to the State commission.”  Act, § 252(e).  

 2. Under the Act, interconnection agreements can be rejected by the 

Commission only if it finds that the agreement (or any portion thereof) discriminates 

against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement or if the 

implementation of that agreement is not consistent with the public interest, convenience 

and necessity. 

 3. The Agreement does not discriminate against other similarly situated 

carriers and is also consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity.    



 WHEREFORE, Verizon respectfully requests that the Commission approve the 

Agreement and that Verizon be granted all other relief proper under the circumstances.
