Robert Graves from staff. Item 8 is staff's
recommendation addressing Gulf Power Company's
petition requesting recovery of costs incurred
under three energy purchase agreements with
HelioSage, LLC. |

The three solar facilities associated with the
agreements total 120 megawatts and are located at
three military installations in Gulf's service
territory. Under the agreements, Gulf will pay a
fixed rate for energy received during the 25-year
term of the agreements.

Staff believes Gulf has reasonably
demonstrated that the agreements will provide a
savings of $2.8 million to $17.4 million to its
customers without adversely affecting the company's
service reliability. Staff recommends that the
Commission approve Gulf's petition.
