4. Description of Services Affected: ATM is a high bandwidth, low-delay, 

connection-oriented, packet-like switching and multiplexing service that supports transmission of 

multiple types of traffic.

Customers: Applicant sent a written notification of the planned discontinuance to customers 

utilizing the services in accordance with Section 63.71(a) ofthe Commission's Rules. Customer 

notifications were sent by first-class U.S. Mail on August 25, 2015. A copy of the notification is 

attached to this application. 

6. Whether the Carrier is Considered Dominant or Non-dominant with 

Respect to the Service to be Discontinued: Applicant is considered non-dominant with respect to 

the services to be discontinued. 

7. Other information: In accordance with Section 63.71(a) of the 

Commission's Rules, a copy of this application is being mailed concurrently with its filing to the 

entities listed on the attached certificate of service.
