I. ' hungc Orde1 No. I was for $295,656, not $265,656. Between the January l 5, 
2014 contract and the MUJch 5, 2015 change order, Water Management Services, Inc., 
(WMSl) and iL<> engineer mude substantial changes to the construction project, includmg 
the following: 

(1) The amount of 12" ruw wuter main was increased by I ,232 linear feet, at an 
additional cost or $73,905 

(2) The cost of the chlorination system was reduced by $8,200 

(3) The number of h1gh service pumps was increased from 4 to 6, und the cost was 
reduced by $50,254. 

(4) ·r he size of the gcncn.ttor at the new plant was increased to 350 kw und the 
cost was increased b)' $12,100. 

(5) The cost of the pump control system was increased by $4,499. 

(6) The cost of the ground storage t<mk was increased by $127,938 due to several 
factors After the Jnnuary 15, 2014 contract was signed, I· EMA increased U1e 
minimum flood elevation on St. George Island from 9 feet to I I feet on February 
5, 20 14. That required a much more substantial and expensive foundation to 
supp01t U1e higher tank w1th 600,000 gallons of water. Also, after the original 
contract for U1c tank was s1gned, Dl· P und Franklin County required the 
construction of u r\!tcnllon pond and security fence on the tank site fhe size of 
the ae1 alor on top o f the lank wus also mcreased at the request of the SGT 
operators, and other modllicutwns were made to make the tank more efficient. 

(7) When the January 15, 2014 contract was signed, the price of the facilities 
bui lding was based upon ll busic pump house design with a frnmc building on 8" x 
8" pilings, to be built at a I 00 year nood elevation of 9". When change order Ill 
was signed, the buildmg pions wc1e modified to include 5, 160 sq. ft., including a 
360 s f. s torage urea, all w1th concrete sid ing. The foundation was changed to 
include a conctctc s tem wull w1th a concrete Ooor at an elevation of 11' above sea 
level to provide added Oood protecti on for the pumps, electrical sylstcm, generator 
and CADA system. Th1s was done because of the Fl:.MA increase in the 
minimum Ooor elevation on l·ebruary 5, 2014. The revised plans also included an 
enc losed garage with an automatic door for the storage of all of WMSl's heavy 
eqlllpmenl. The cost of the bmldmg was increased from $213,800 m U1e January 



15, 2014 contract to $501,600, an ;ncrease of $287,800. That is $97.21 p.s.f. for 
the total fintshetl area of 5,160 square feet 

(8) I he cost or the au conditioning system was increased by $10,000 to include u 
four zone system with one adtl1tion~tl unit This was necessary because of the 
increase in the s1zc of the build1ng und the mcrease in the number of htgh service 
pumps and variable speed drives for those pumps. 

(9) f'he cost of the 1niliul site work was reduced by $11 ,254, prima lily because 
some of that cost was transferred to the additional foundation work required for 
the storage tank anti the new plant building. 

(I 0) The cost of the.! SC ADA system wus increased by $94 8, partially because the 
number of pumps and VrO's Wi.lS tncrcascd from 4 to 6. 

(I I) The revised plans deleted 800' of 8' water main, and the contract price was 
reduced by $27.679 

( 12) The revised plans deleted II 00' of 8" water main, and added 200' of 12" 
water mum. 1 he net reduction in the contract price was $26,778. 

( 13) The extra wnll in the storuge tank wus deleted, and the cost was reduced by 
$22,510 

( 14) The price of the gencrutm for the 3"1 well was increased by $1.00 to take care 
of a rounding errol 

( 15) An addihona1106 I f of 6" pape was required for two tie-ms to the 
distribution system, and the cost of those he-ins was increased by $7,640 to pay 
for that. 

(16) The higher elevation required by FEMA allcr February 5, 2014 made it 
necessary to build a higher anti much more substantial foundation for the ground 
storage tank. Substantially all of that extra cost was allocated to the tank portton 
of the contract, and the separntc 1tem in the January 15,2014 contract for 
additional foundation and site work in the amount of$65,000 was deleted. 

(17) A scparutc 1tem for additional piping to the construction site in the amount of 
$17,500 was deleted because the cost of thut piping was included in the pipe work 
specified in the AlA document attached as part of change order numbe1 1.

I . WMSI requested tts survC)Or to place a benchmark at the construction site 
of the new plant fuctlltles butldmg to show the new 11' elevation required 
by l·l·MA. The surveyor put a nail in a tree on the site a· a reference for 
this elevation. WMST and its contractor assumed the nail was at II ', and 
the foundatiOn Cot the buildmg was butlt to the elevation of the nail. 
However, after setting 01e nail, the surveyor sent an email stating that the 
nail was just a point reference and that approximately 7" had to be added 
to the nail elevation to reach II' fha t required the contractor to go back 
and raise the foundatton by adding additional block, which also required 
additional lime, 1.1bot and cost. 

2. The number of high service pumps was increased from 4 to 6, and the 
pump supplier pomted out that 01o e pumps would leak a significant 
amount of water To facilitate the removal of that water from the building, 
the plans were modtltcd to add two floor drams in 01e pump room which 
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now drams the extra water to the outs1de. This cost extra. 

3. After the first change order was s1gned, WMSI decided to move its 
administrative und billing offices to the new plant faci lity, tncluding all 
customer files , office furniture, equipment, and related property. The 
plans for the new building did not include enough room lor all the files, so 
a decisiOn was made to butld an upstu1rs fi le storage 100m with 300 sq ft 
of space. I3ecausc of the weight of the files and the fact that the upstairs 
room was not in the plans at the time of the first change order, a heavy 
floor had to be added to support the upstairs file room, at an additional 
cost. 

4. ·n1e structural cnginet..r for WMST's contractor pointed out after the 
January 15, 2014 contract was s1gned that the large automatic door to the 
equipment garage was not designed to withstand the extreme wind loadmg

5 The extra laye1 of concrete block required to raise the foundation as noted 
under number I above resulted in an unattractive exterior around the 
extenor at the mcrcascd elevation. I o make this mo1 e attractive, a band of 
I 0" decorative hun.Jic board tt im was added around the ent1re base of the 
building at U1e I I ' elevation, at an addi tional cost. 

6 . When the Januory 15, 2014 contract was stgned, the chlorine facilities 
were designed to be inn stand-alone building on the ground storage tank 
site. When Franklin County and FDEP required a retention pond in U1at 
area, the plans were rcvtsed to house the chlorine factltties in two rooms in 
the new building with 3 doors. After the first change order was signed, it 
was determined thut th~.: I·DEP rules reqUire that a ll three doors out of the 
chlotine areas must be exterior doors, and that emergency release 
hardware was required on a ll three doors. 'I11at resulted in additional cost. 

7. J he heavy, redesigned garage door required that angle iron and channel 
iron to be added to the garage door jam to meet the high wind loading 
requirements on St. George Island nnd to support the increased weight of 
the door. This cost extru. 

8. 'I he miginnl plans bud normnl roof trusses, but the si:rc und cost of those 
trusses had to be increased to support the added weight of the storage 
room on the new second floor. 

9. 'I he contractor's stntcturul engineer recommended that ull the components 
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of the plant facility buildmg be upgruded to a U1icker product to support 
the second noor addition and the high wind loading requirements on St. 
George Island. that included wall sheeting, which was mmc expensive. 

I 0. For the reasons rel'erenccd above, the roof sheeting was upgraded from Yl'' 
to 5/8", at additional cost. 

II. }or the reasons referenced above, the wall sheeting was upgraded from Y2" 
to 5/8", at additional cost. 

12 Based on recommendations from the contractor's structurnl engmecr, extra 
blocking for the garag~ wns rcqturccl, which resulted in additional labor 
and COSl. 

13. £ o meet the high wmcl loading reqtu rements on . l. George Island, 
blocking was reqUired for ull the plywood joints on the roof. This resulted 
m additional labor and cost. 

14 . The roof blocking referenced m No. 13 above required extra material at an 
additional cost. 

15. The structural engineer recommended that all the sheet rock be 5/8" 
instead of I I 2" This was done at an additional cost. 

16. I he structural engine~• recommended 40 additional 2" x 8" x 12" studs in 
the walls to meet the high wind loading requirements on St. George Island. 
1 his was done ut an additional cost. 

17. For the reasons set forth in number 16 above, the wall studs were doubled 
up, which requin:d additional labor and cost. 

I R. fhe upstair~ storage room required a set of stairs consisting of 19 steps, 
which resulted in addtllonul cost. 

19. The upstairs storogc room required 2" x 6" studs for the wall (i·aming for 
support, including tic downs for hurricane protection, at un additional cost. 

20. The relocation of WMSl's administrative and billing offices to the new 
plant required the aclthtron of a private conference room separate from the 
bilhng/customcr urea Thts required a new wall und mteri01 door, at an 
addtlional cost. 

21 'J'be upstairs file storage room required additional sheet rock at an 
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addit10nal cost. 

22. Framing up the tile stmnge room required additional matei'Jnls and labor, 
at an udthtionnl cost. 

23. The WMSI pap,;r files are very heavy and they were to be stored at an 
elevation in excess of 20 feet in the upstairs file room. To meet the wind 
loading requircm~.:nts on St. George Island, extra heavy plywood and 
flooring was needed at un additional cost 

24. After the 6 pump skid and overhead pulley was designed, it was 
determined that the down~tairs ceiling height had to be mereased by 10". 
That required uddtt1onul labor und materials, us well as addtllonal cost. 

25 When the original 4 pump plan was replaced with a 6 pump skid plan, it 
was deternuned th<ll the door out of the area was too small for removal of 
the skid. That door wus then replaced with a special order window at an 
additional cost 

26. The substituti()n of a window for a door as referenced in No 25 above 
required re-fn.umng ut an udtlltional cost. 

27. WMSI decided to change from shingles to a metal roof, which is more fire 
and hurricane H!sJstunt. l hat resulted in an additional cosl. 

28. After the number of high service pumps was increased from 4 to 6, the 
engineers and elect• icmns determined that additional support wus required 
for a 3 phase electrical panel That resulted in additional cost. 

29. WM Ts operator determined that 5/8" plywood was needed in the pump 
room, the mechamcal room, the generator room, the garage and the 2 
chlonnc rooms 111 place of standard sheet rock. fhis wus done to prevent 
mildew and other problems. That substitution of material resulted in 
additional cost. 

30. Moving the administrative and billing offices of WMSlrequired a counter 
for the customers and additional shelving at an additional cost. 

11 The size of the 1\ ' units wns increased to 5 tons, and u "mim split" unit 
was added in the control room to handle the heat from 6 VI• D's and the 
electrical control unit !'he increase 111 the size of the AC units wus 
necessary afil;r WM()I decided to move all of 1ts adnumstrallvc and billing 
functions, and to add a second floo1 and a conference room, along with an 
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increase in the number of high service pumps and VPD's. This all resulted 
in adtiltional cost. 

32. Afier th~ decis1on wa made to move all ofWM 'l's island personnel to 
the new bu!ldmg, addlt!On.d cabmets and appliances were needed. I"h1s 
resulted in additional cost 

33. When the first change order was signed, the plan was to have large open 
arcus wi th plywood floors. When the decision was made to move all the 
island employees and functions to the new building, the plans were 
changed w provide for vinyl flooring at an additional cost. 

®l.l· : As of' April I, 2016, WMSl retired all of its old plant that had been used for 
administrative und billing runctions. rhat property has been retroactively moved from plant in 
setvtcc to non-utility property, basl..!d upon the followmg entnes which were recently made in the 
following accounts.

components of the system This remote monitonng nnd control required the 
purchasc of three "Surface Pro" laptops, one for the operator, one for ti1e assistant 
operator, and one for the dtrt:c.tot of techno logy/operator trainee. TI1e extra cost 
was $1,762.97 each, for a totul of $5,289, plus $222 for miscellaneous parts and

In 2005, a storm dnmngcd the water main inside the state park on St.

However, WM. T's management and the stale park manager recognized at the time 

that it would be diflicult to continue to repair a lmost 1.5 miles of the line because 
it was located on thc beach utljacent to a road that the statc had abandoned and 

rebuilt at inland locatwn to prevent future damage. On September 8, 2005, the 
state requested WM 'Ito build u new line at the new inland location. See 

Ex."A"attached During the past several years, WMSI discovered severu1leaks m 
the old line on the beach but the stute wou ld not allow WMSI to move its 
cqUlpmt!nt in to repair the leaks because thc lrne was seaward of the DEP coastal 
construction control line m a pnstinc high dune area. Some of the line was laying 

on top of the beach, and some of U1e line was buried under 15' sand dunes. This 
mutlt:: rl drflicull for WMS I to meet its requirements to minimize water loss under 
its NWFWMD consumptive usc permit, und for WMSI to otherwise avoid the 
unnecessary loss of wutt::r. 

After WM. I soved $260 000 on the price of the building sate, and after 
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WMSI closed on a 1:6,000,000 loan that could only be funded aOer certification of 
necessary improvemcnL'l to the system, and which would be lost if not spent, 
WM l decided tl would be pntdent to build the new water line in the state park as 
requested by the stale I 0 years em· her, whi le the funds were uvutluble. Attached is

equipment. This reqlllred the installation of heavy metal conduit large enough to 
house the water supply und water dist.ribution mains being instulled The cost of 
all that extra labor, equipment and material was $70,350.

That left only lots 7, 22 und 23 that were buildable in addition to the Slots. 

I he wet 
area wa · obvious, and WMSI had to have the 8 lots with or wtthout a 
survey. WMSI knew that only 3 of the other 16 lots were buildable. They 
wcte bought as an accommodation to make sure WMSI got the 8 lots it 
had to have.

expert in Frnnklm County rcgardmg wetland classificution.

WMSI 's munogcmcnt clid not sec uny advantage fo r WMS I to own 
the 16 lots directly nHher than indirectly as U1c 100% owner of Brown 
Management Group, Inc. In etthcr event, they would not be pru1 of plant 
in scrvtce for rate purposes. There would just be extra expense for taxes, 
etc., and extra bookkeeping for non-utility property. 'J here was no reason 
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to believe the I 6 lots should be "Property I Ield for Future Uses", because 
it would be difficult to argue that WMSl had a "definite plan" for their 
" future usl!" us required by NARUC to put them in Account 103. The lots 
were mostly underwater and WMST knew of no "delimtive" potential use 
in the future. Only 3 of the 16 lots were buildable as being outsrde the 
wetlands setback hne. I11ose 1\ots were not all contiguous and were only 
25' wide Since the project was finished, WM ' I has decided to build a 
pipe ruck on one of the lots, and that lot (7) has been sold back to WMSI 
fm $10,000, l<>gcther with 1 other lots which arc not buildable because of 
the wetlands setback (Exhibit ''E") WMSI has also sold the other two 
buildable lots (22 and 23) back to WMSllor $20,000, together with 10 
other lots that are not buildable cause of the wetlands setback line.

WM I continues to bdic\'e that $160,000 was a fair allocation of 
actual value for the 8 lots ln the Order that author i/ed this proJect, the 
Commission approved the purchase of seven 25' x 135' lots for $420,000, 
which is $17.78 p s.f. for u total of23,625 s.f. of properly. However, those 
seven lots did not extend all the way through an entire block fronting on 3 
streets with a 30' aile}' in the mrdule to be used I 00% by WM I. Not 
counllng the 1,000 s.f ofu able space in that alley, the price paid for U1e 
site on which the proJeCt hos now been built cume to $5.93 p.s f. for 
27,000 s.f When the '3,000 s.f. in the alley is added for a total of30,000 
s.f. of usable space, the actual price paid by WMSI for the site was $5.33 
p.s.f., us compared with the approved site at $ 17.78 p.s.f. Except for the 7 
approved lots, there were no other suitable lots for sale at the time the 8 
lots were ucqurred as part of the 24 lot acquisi tion. 

When WMSI bought the lots, there were several pending offers to 
buy the 8 lots, some for oil 8 lots uncl some for just a corner block of 4 lots. 
E1ther wuy, tf someone else bought any of the 8 lots, WMSI would have 
lost the site, which was much better than the 7 lot site. Because of the 
competing offers, WMSI did not believe it could buy the 8 lots alone for 
any less than $20,000 per lot, which was the Franklin County assessed 
voluc llowcver, WMSI knew the bank really wunted to sell all 24 lots at 
once in o qu1ck cash deal, so the $190,000 offer was made and accepted by 
the hank. The purchase of the 24 lots ac; a bulk, cash sale was done as an 
accommodation to WM<;t to assure that someone else would not acquire 4 
or all 8 of the "good" lots that WMSI had to have.

I, whtch submits 
that the allocution of $160,000 for the building site an<.l $10,000 for lhe 
pipe storage site is a fnir ond reasonable price to be included as part of 
plant 111 se1 vice.

We appreciated lhc opportunity to meet with Mr. Jack Steel ofyour staff at the part to 
rev1cw the storm damaged water line utthc state park. He advised us that he would be 
meeting w ith you to discuss the method and schedule on replacing the water main service 
throughout the park. At that meeting we promiSed him a "map" that depicts the general 
layout of the water main prior to the storm. Enclosed please fmd that map. 

Pursuant to our agreement with your company, we look forward to the water service 
bemg restored so that we may resume operation and usc ofthc park facilities. Since the 
Camping Area did not receive much storm damage, we would like to get that facility 
back in use as soon as possible. Since th1s is loCBted ncar the end of the park road, U1e 
water service will need to be fully installed before we can re-open this facility. 

If any of the existing 8" water line is to be re-used, then it must be, thoroughly tested to 
ensure that no leaks have resulted form the storm. As you probab1y know, almost 1.5 
nulcs o f the waterline remains on the "abandoned" road rigbt-of-wuy located between the 
existing road and the beach. J hts is the area where several hundred fee.t ofthe waterline 
was washed away. Due to the s tonn surge, the remaining waterline Located in this area 
has very liLlie cover remaining over it. This entire section needs to be relocated to the 
present road shoulder to prevent future uncovering and breakage. 

We look forward to working wiU1 you on getting t.h.is service restored at the earliest 
opportunity.

be solely beneficial to the Park and its resources. 

In an effort to reduce Impacts to sand dune structures, the applicant has agreed that the 
current ex1strng ptpellne, once disconnt"cted from the water source w1ll remain intact and 
undisturbed.
