Thank you for contacting the Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) about Gulf Power Company’s (Gulf) rate
increase petition.

The
PSC will ensurethat find customer rates reflect only those costs that are prudent and necessary for Gulf to deliver quality dectric
service.
