As contemplated in Order No. PSC-17-0055-PCO-EI, I am enclosing for filing in the above 
docket on behalf of Florida Power & Light Company (“FPL”) a summary of FPL’s final, actual 
costs for storm restoration in connection with hurricane Matthew.  The first page of this final 
cost information is in the same format as the estimated information that was provided in 
Appendix A, page 1 to FPL’s December 29, 2016 petition in this proceeding, with additional 
supporting detail for the distribution function including logistics that comprises approximately
