3. Pursuant to section 366.093, FPL seeks confidential protection for the information 

highlighted in Attachment A. FPL submits that such information is proprietary confidential business 

information within the meaning of section 366.093(3). Pursuant to section 366.093, such materials 

are entitled to confidential treatment and are exempt from the disclosure provisions of the public 

records law. Thus, once the Commission determines that the information in question is proprietary 

confidential business information, the Commission is not required to engage in any further analysis 

or review such as weighing the harm of disclosure against the public interest in access to the 

information. 

4. The statutory bases and support for FPL's assertion of confidentiality with regard to 

specific items or types of information are set forth in Attachment C. The information for which 

confidential classification is sought is intended to be and is treated by FPL as confidential and, to the 

best of FPL's knowledge and belief, has not been publicly disclosed. 
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5. Upon a finding by the Commission that the material in Attachment A for which FPL 

seeks confidential treatment is proprietary confidential business information within the meaning of 

section 366.093(3), pursuant to section 366.093(4) such materials should not be declassified for 

eighteen (18) months, or as otherwise extended by the Commission. Further, the materials should be 

returned to FPL as soon as the information is no longer necessary for the Commission to conduct its 

business. 

WHEREFORE, for the above and foregoing reasons, including those set forth in the 

supporting materials included herewith, Florida Power & Light Company respectfully requests that 

its Request for Confidential Classification be granted.

Rationale for confidentiality: 

(1) This information is contractual information which, if made public, "would impair the efforts 
of [FPL] to contract for goods or services on favorable terms." Section 366.093(3)(d), Fla. 
Stat. The information delineates the price per barrel FPL has paid for fuel oil for specific 
shipments from specific suppliers. This information would allow suppliers to compare an 
individual supplier's price with the market quote for that date of delivery and thereby 
determine the contract pricing formula between FPL and that supplier. 

Contract pricing formulas generally contain two components, which are: (I) a markup in the 
market quoted price for that day; and (2) a transportation charge for delivery at an FPL 
chosen port of delivery. Discounts and quality adjustment components of fuel price contract 
formulas are discussed in paragraphs 3 and 4. Disclosure of the invoice price would allow 
suppliers to determine the contract price formula of their competitors. The knowledge of 
others' prices (i.e. , contract formulas) among fuel oil suppliers is reasonably likely to cause 
the suppliers to converge on a target price, or to follow a price leader, effectively eliminating

any opportunity for a major buyer like FPL to obtain price concessions from any one 
supplier. The end result is reasonably likely to be increased fuel oil prices and therefore 
increased electric rates. 

(2) The contract data found in Columns I through N are an algebraic function of Column H. 
That is, the publication of these Columns together, or independently, could allow a supplier 
to derive the invoice price of oil. 

(3) IfFPL fuel contracts provide for an early payment incentive in the form of a discount from 
the invoice price, the existence and amount of such discount is confidential for the reasons 
stated in paragraph (1) relative to price concessions. 

(4) For fuel that does not meet contract requirements, FPL may reject the shipment, or accept 
the shipment and apply a quality adjustment. The amount of the quality adjustment is, in 
effect, a pricing term which is as important as the price itself and is therefore confidential for 
the reasons stated in paragraph (1) relative to price concessions. 

(5) Column N is as important as H from a confidentiality standpoint because of the relatively 
few times that there are quality or discount adjustments. That is, Column N will equal 
Column H most of the time. Consequently, Column N needs to be protected for the same 
reasons as set forth in paragraph (1 ). 

(6) Column R is used to mask the delivered price of fuel such that the invoice or effective price 
of fuel cannot be determined. Columns P and Q are algebraic variables of Column R. 
Consequently, disclosure of Columns P and Q would allow a supplier to calculate the invoice 
or effective purchase price of oil (Columns Hand N) by subtracting these columnar variables 
from Column R. 

(7) Terminating and transportation services in Florida tend to have the same, if not more severe, 
oligopolistic attributes of fuel oil suppliers. Due to the small demand in Florida for both of 
these services, market entry is difficult. In instances in which FPL has attempted to 
determine the level of interest in bidding either or both of these services, FPL has found only 
a very few qualified parties with such an interest. Consequently, disclosure of these contract 
data is reasonably likely to result in increased prices for terminaling and transportation 
serv1ces. 

(8) Petroleum inspection services also have the market characteristics of an oligopoly. Due to 
the limited number of fuel terminal operations, there are correspondingly few requirements 
for fuel inspection services. In FPL' s last bidding process for petroleum inspection services, 
only six qualified bidders were found for FPL's bid solicitations. Consequently, disclosure 
of these contract data is reasonably likely to result in increased prices for petroleum 
inspection services.
