The approved AFPI charges, which are based on one equivalent residential connection (ERC), will be
collected from 458 additional ERCs as of December 31, 2015. The amount of the charge will be based on
the month in which the connection to the utility is made. If by December 31, 2020, any number of ERCs
remain unconnected, the remaining ERCs shall be charged the constant maxmium charge of $562.45 until
all 458 additional ERCs are connected, afterwhich the charge will cease.
