STATEMENT OF BASIC POSITION

The proposed recovery of costs in this docket are entirely the result of costs that have been
long-determined and/or are subject to slight variation due to sales or wind-down activities plus
carrying costs authorized by stipulation among the parties. The principal cost for recovery is the
final installment (in the amount of $43,159,168) of the seven year amortization of the abandoned
Crystal River Unit 3 (“CR3”) uprate project that is being recovered consistent with the provisions
of Section 366.093(6), Fla. Stat., as expressly recognized and provided for in the Second Revised
and Restated Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (“Second RRSSA”) approved in
Order PSC-2017-0451-AS-EI. The Citizens’ position is that the dollar amounts proposed for
recovery in this docket are the product of long-settled and approved costs of the abandoned CR3
plant and uprate project and are beyond dispute. The Intervenor parties, including the OPC, did
not agree with the costs before settlement; however, in the compromise stipulations that have
preceded this hearing, the parties received value in compromise and settlement. Accordingly, the
OPC can affirmatively stipulate to them in this docket. To the extent that an acceptable transition
statement effectively closing out Duke Energy Florida’s (“DEF”) participation in the NCRC clause
can be reached among the parties, this 2018 proceeding can be the final one for the Company as

proposed under the framing of Issue 5.
