draft of the prehearing order before it's issued.
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Ot her than that, there are no other
prelimnary matters that | am aware of.

COW SSI ONER CLARK: Ckay. Any of the parties
have any prelimnary matters?

This book is thick. [It's tabbed. And | am goi ng
to try to keep up and go back and forth between ny
notes, and y'all just bear with nme as we go through
this thing.

M5. DUVAL: Yes, Comm ssioner.

In its prehearing statenent, FlIPUG objects to
a W tness being considered an expert w tness unl ess
that wtness affirmatively states the subject
matter areas in which he or she clains expertise

and voir dire, if requested, is permtted.
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However, Section VI A(8) of the Order Establishing
Procedure requires that a party shall identify each
W tness the party wishes to voir dire as well as
state with specificity the portions of that

Wi tness' prefiled testinony by page and |line
nunber, and/or exhibits by page and |ine nunber, to
which party objects. |If the party fails to
identify the portions of the prefiled testinony or
exhibits to which it objects in their prehearing
statenent, the party is not allowed to conduct voir
dire at the hearing absent a showi ng of good cause.
And the good cause exenption does not apply to the
identification of a witness if a party does not
identify the witness it wishes to voir dire it then
wai ves its right to voir dire.

In its prehearing statenent, FlIPUG has not
identified the wtnesses that it wshes to voir
dire, therefore its essentially waived the right to
do so since it has not conplied with the CEP. And
since FIPUG has not conplied with the CEP, it's
staff's belief that it should not be allowed to
chal | enge the expertise of any w tness.

So at this tinme, staff would request that a
ruling to that affect would be made.

COMM SSI ONER CLARK: M. Myle, would you like
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to address it?

MR, MOYLE: We've had this discussion
repeatedly with respect to how experts are handl ed,
and if the experts aren't identifying what areas
they have expertise in, it's kind of hard to
under stand what they are being offered for. So we
don't -- | don't think we are going to have any
I ssues in this docket, so we don't need to nmake a
bi g i ssue about this today.

W are just going to state that for our
position about how expert w tnesses are handl ed,
and we think the better practice is for the expert
witness to identify and say, | aman expert in
hydrol ogy. | nean, your days at DEP, | am sure you
were at DOAH and saw how it was done over there,
where an expert is raising their hand and telling
you what they are an expert in as conpared to just
putting all of this testinony in and then you are
| eft going, well, maybe they are an expert in
sonething. So it seens a little unfair to say,
well, you can't ask them questions about what they
are an expert in.

That's the issue, but |I don't think it's going
to be ripe and relevant in this proceeding.

COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  Ckay. Thank you, sir.
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Al right. Let's nove to Section VI, Oder of
W t nesses.

M5. DUVAL: Staff is hopeful that all issues
with the parties can be stipulated and w tnesses
excused in this docket, and staff will continue
wor ki ng towards that end.

COW SSI ONER CLARK:  Al'l right.

M5. KEATING  Conm ssioner, | need to nmake one
change for FPU in the order of w tnesses, Danielle
Mul ligan is listed as testifying Issues 2 through
4. It should be you 2 through 7.

COW SSI ONER CLARK: As opposed to 2 through

4.

M5. KEATING  Yes, sir.

COW SSI ONER CLARK: Ckay. Any other noted
changes?

Al right. Mwving to Issues and Positions.

M5. DUVAL: | amsorry, sir, have we done the
Basic Positions and | just m ssed that?

COMM SSI ONER CLARK: | amsorry, Basic
Positions. Any changes to Basic Positions?

Al right, I amsorry. Mwving on, |Issues and
Posi tions.

M5. DUVAL: Yes, sir.

The order establishing procedure requires that
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a party take a position at the prehearing
conference unl ess good cause is shown as to why the
party cannot take a position at that tine.

Accordingly, if a party's position in the
draft prehearing order is currently no position at
this tine, that party nust change its position or
show good cause why it cannot take a position.

O herwi se, the prehearing order will reflect no
position for that party for that issue.

Staff will also suggest that the parties who
have not yet taken a position, or wish to change
their position, be allowed to submt their position
in witing no later than the cl ose of business
t oday.

Addi tionally, FIPUG has stated that for the --
has followng for all issues -- actually, | don't
believe it's all issues, for sone of their issues:
The petitioner has the burden of proof and nust
carry its burden. That, as well, is not a
statenent of position. |It's a statenent of
evidentiary burden of proof. So in order to be
consistent with the CEP, FIPUG nust al so take a
position by close of business today on those issues
or show good cause why it cannot do so, or have its

position changed to no position.
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1 COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  All right. Any
2 gquestions? Any concerns?
3 MR, MOYLE: Is there anything -- | nean, in a
4 nunber of prior proceedings, it was cl ose of
5 busi ness tonorrow as conpared to today. |Is there
6 anyt hi ng magi ¢ about today as conpared to tonorrow?
7 COMM SSI ONER CLARK: W had di scussed with the
8 nunber of dockets that we are trying to nove
9 t hrough that we were going to try to tighten that
10 tinmeline up and get themin by today. | think we
11 actually even said tonorrow norning would be fine.
12 | am-- | can be flexible if you need sone
13 additional time. It's --
14 MR. MOYLE: Yeah, if noon tonorrow woul d work,
15 that would help ne with the afternoon schedul e.
16 COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  Good conpromise. | wll
17 t ake noon tonorrow.
18 MR, MOYLE: Thank you.
19 COW SSI ONER CLARK:  Thank you.

COW SSI ONER CLARK:  That will not excuse the
witness, if | amcorrect, though; is that right?

M5. DUVAL: No, sir. W wll still have to
circulate that when the tinme cones.

COMWM SSI ONER CLARK:  Ckay.

MR, MOYLE: So we could also waive the right
to cross-examne. | have had situations where we
have stipulated to sonmething to nove it a |ong
where it cones back and said, oh, you affirmatively
agreed and stipulated, and it kind of gets w apped
around your neck, which --

COW SSI ONER CLARK: Ckay. Under st ood.

Al right. Anything el se under stipulations?

Pendi ng Moti ons.

M5. DUVAL: There are no pending notions.

COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  Pendi ng Confidentiality

COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  Post - Hearing Procedures.

M5. DUVAL: Although staff believes that the
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i ssues in this docket nay be able to be stipul ated,
Il would like to just note a few post-hearing
procedures.

If issues are stipulated and parties agree to
wai ve briefs, the Conmm ssion may nmake a bench
decision for this portion of the docket. |If there
are any issues to be briefed, staff would recommend
post-hearing briefs be no | onger than 40 pages.

COW SSI ONER CLARK:  Are we all in agreenent?
Ckay.

M5. DUVAL: And | would also note that if
briefs are filed, they will be due on
Novenber 16th, 2018.

COMM SSI ONER CLARK:  All right. Mwving to
rulings.

Opening statenents will be limted to three
m nutes per party, unless parties choose to waive
t hose openi ng statenents.

Briefs will be limted to 40 pages.

Al right. Oher mtters. Are there other
matters that need to be addressed at this
preheari ng conference?

M5. DUVAL: There are no other matters that
staff is aware of, sir.
