COMM SSI ONER BROMN:  Seei ng none, we wi ||
adjourn -- go ahead and adjourn the 51 docket and
nove on to the 52 docket now. W are hereby
openi ng up that docket right now.

Qobviously, there are prelimnary matters to
address, so, Ms. Dziechciarz, could you pl ease go
over this?

M5. DZI ECHCI ARZ:  Sure. So staff would note
that on Friday afternoon, as in the previous
docket, we received proposed revisions to the draft
prehearing order fromthe parties. And again, we
will work wiwth the parties to ensure that agreed
upon changes are incorporated into the final
prehearing order, and we can identify the issue
nunbers with proposed stipul ations when we get to
Section X of the draft prehearing order or
earlier --

COMM SSI ONER BROMN:  That sounds good.

MS. DZI ECHCI ARZ:  Ckay.

COW SSI ONER BROAWN: W will do that.

Do any of the parties have any ot her
prelimnary matters?

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Ckay. We are going through the draft
prehearing order. Like in the 51 docket, please
speak up if you have any changes, starting with
Section |, Case Background, any changes,
nodi fi cations?

Seei ng none, noving to Section I, the
Conducts of Proceedi ngs.

Al right. Seeing no changes, we wll nove to
Section Ill, Jurisdiction, and we will see no
changes t here.

Section IV, the Procedure for Handling
Confidential Information, simlar to the 51 docket.
MS. DZI ECHCI ARZ: Yes. Simlar to the 51

docket, staff would note that when confidenti al
information is used in the hearing, parties nust
have copies for the Comm ssioners, necessary staff
and the court reporter in envelopes clearly market
with the nature of the contents. Any party w shing
to examne the confidential material that is not
subject to an order granting confidentiality shal
be provided a copy in the sane fashion as provided
to the Conmm ssioners subject to execution of any
appropriate protective agreenent with the owner of
the material.

COW SSI ONER BROMN:  Thank you.
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W are noving on to Section V, the Prefiled
Testi nony, Exhibits and Wtnesses. At this tine,
can any witnesses be stipulated to in the 52
docket ?

MR, MUNSON: Conmm ssioner, | would say the
sane thing for the 52 docket we said in 51. W
will work to excuse witnesses, and | amoptimstic
we will be able to excuse --

COMWM SSI ONER BROMWN:  And you know | am goi ng
to ask you again in the next two dockets as well.

MR, MUNSON: That's right.

COMW SSI ONER BROMN:  Thank you.

M5. PONDER:  OPC concurs.

COWM SSI ONER BROWN:  Al'l ri ght.

M5. DZI ECHCl ARZz: Staff would |like to note
that if witnesses are presented, staff w |l suggest
that the witness sumary testinony be no | onger
than three m nutes.

COW SSI ONER BROMN:  Thank you.

Moving on to Section VI the Order of
Wtnesses. Anything to add, staff?

M5. DZI ECHCI ARZ: | don't think so, no.

COW SSI ONER BROMWN:  Ckay. Section VII, Basic
Positions, any changes?

Seeing none. Now we will get to the issues,
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Section VIII, Issues and Positions.

M5, DZI ECHCI ARZ: So staff would note again
that the order establishing procedure requires that
a party take a position at the prehearing
conference unl ess good cause is shown. Based on
the information that we received fromthe parties
on Friday, it appears that there is a position on
all of the issues, or OPC having no position on
sonme of them

COMWM SSI ONER BROMWN: Ckay. So can you wal k us
t hrough the issues that are subject to the Type 1
and Type 2 stipul ation?

M5. DZI ECHClI ARZ:  Yes, Conm ssi oner.

So for the Type 1 stipulations, we have issue
nunbers 1, s, 3, 4A, 5A, 11, 12 and 20. And for
the Type 2 stipulations, it's Issue Nos. 9, 10, 13,
14, 15 and 16.

COMM SSI ONER BROMN:  All right. Do the
parties agree that with this -- the proposed
stipul ati ons as presented?

MR. MUNSON:  Yes, Conm ssioner.

COWM SSI ONER BROAN:  OPC?

M5. PONDER:  Yes.

COMM SSI ONER BROMWN: Ckay. Are there any

other matters to address under this section?

And are all parties, again, they are in
agreenent with that nunber?

MR, MUNSON: Correct.

COMM SSI ONER BROMWN:  Thank you. Okay.

So going on to Section XV, Rulings.

M5. DZI ECHCl ARZ:  Staff recommends that the
prehearing officer make a ruling that opening
statenents, if any, should not exceed five m nutes
per party unless any party chooses to waive its
openi hg st atenent.

COW SSI ONER BROMN:  Thank you.

Ms. Chri stensen.

M5. CHRI STENSEN: Yes, before we |eave the
ruling section, and this relates back to Section V
on witness summaries, we just noted that it was
changed to three m nutes, and generally speaking

W t ness sunmari es have been five mnutes. And
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while we anticipate that our wwtness will be able
to neet the three-mnute -- probably will be able
to make his sunmary within three mnutes, | am

concerned that we are changing this to three
mnutes in this proceeding and that that woul d get
carried over into other proceedings. | would
request that we make w tness summaries five
m nutes, which has been the standard, for the 51,
52, 53 and 54 dockets.

COMM SSI ONER BROMWN: | don't -- thank you, M.
Chri stensen, for participating in raising your
concerns.

| think we have been consistent in these tax
dockets. Specifically we tried to because there
are limted issues in sonme of these dockets, and
there are -- | don't have a problemw th making it
five mnutes, but we have, | believe in all of the
tax dockets, been nmaking it three m nutes.

M5. HELTON. | can't speak to that, but | can
speak to why it states three m nutes.

COW SSI ONER BROWN:  Go ahead.

M5. HELTON: And that is the presiding
officers' preference that in all hearings going
forward, that witness summaries be [imted to three

m nut es.
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1 COW SSI ONER BROMWN:  Not ne.

2 M5. CHRI STENSEN: Yeah, and that specifically
3 was ny concern, because even though these dockets
4 have relatively short testinony, and they probably
5 could be sunmarized in three mnutes, five m nutes

10 COMM SSI ONER BROMWN: | tend to agree with what
11 you are saying. In this particular docket, though,
12 | think three mnutes is fair. Moving forward,
13 t hough, | woul d suggest that you raise those
14 concerns in the appropriate docket. And |
15 conpletely agree, and | don't have a probl em even
16 in this docket ruling that it's five mnutes, but,
17 again, it's the presiding officer's discretion. So
18 he has indicated three mnutes, so if you would
19 like to raise it to five, nowis the tine to --
20 M5. CHRI STENSEN. If we could have it at five,
21 and then maybe that would be sonething that woul d
22 be best addressed going forward between Public
23 Counsel and --

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you woul d consider giving five mnutes with a
commtnent to do less than three, | am happy to do
that as well.

COW SSI ONER BROMWN: | will take it under
advi senent .

M5. CHRI STENSEN:. All right. Thank you.

COMM SSI ONER BROMWN:  And | appreciate you
rai sing the concern.

M5. CHRI STENSEN: Thank you.

COMM SSI ONER BROMN:  All right. So where are
we? W are under rulings, | thought. Okay, |
think you were getting ready to --

M5. DZIECHCl ARZ: | think -- well, aside from
the five versus three mnutes, which, as you
nmentioned, you wll take under advisenent, | think
we can nove on to other matters.

COMW SSI ONER BROMWN: Ckay. And you did
mention five mnutes, though, for opening
statenents, unless the parties waive that.

M5. DZI ECHCl ARZ: | believe I did, but | would
like to also reiterate that.

COMM SSI ONER BROMN:  All right. So are there
any other matters to address in this prehearing
conf erence?

M5, DZI ECHCI ARZ: Staff is not aware of any.
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1 MR. MUNSON: No. Thanks.
