2. Date of Planned Service Discontinuance, Reduction or Impairment: 

Legacy proposes to discontinue the services that are the subject of this Application on or about March 

16, 2020, pending required federal and state regulatory approval of the discontinuance. 

3. Points of Geographic Areas of Service Affected: 

Legacy will discontinue interexchange and operator services in all 50 states. 

4. Brief Description of Types of Service Affected and Reason for Discontinuance:
