Florida’s power generation, residential sector,
and manufacturing all rely on natural gas
transported via interstate pipelines.

Florida has no natural gas production or
storage — the state’s geology is not suitable
for underground cavern reserves.

Localized LNG storage facilities increase
system reliability and support peak energy
demand across all demand sectors.
