Duke Energy Florida, LLC, (“DEF” or “Company”), by and through undersigned 

counsel, pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Rule 25-22.006, Florida 

Administrative Code (F.A.C.), files this Notice of Intent to Request Confidential Classification 

of certain information contained within the set of documents produced by DEF in response to 

the Office of Public Counsel’s (“OPC”) Notice of Deposition Duces Tecum filed on June 22, 

2020, for the deposition of DEF’s witness Terry Hobbs scheduled to take place on June 25, 

2020; specifically, Bates Nos. HOBBS DEP DT – 00001 through HOBBS DEP DT - 000501. 

It is anticipated that these documents will be introduced during the deposition of Mr. Hobbs. 

These documents contain information that describes, concerns, or relates to commercially 

sensitive confidential information concerning contractual business information and obligations 

under a contract, as well as confidential information that is either subject to current pending 

requests for confidential classification filed by DEF, or has already been found to be exempt

this proceeding by the Florida Public Service Commission.   

The disclosure of this confidential information to the public would adversely impact the 

Company’s competitive business interests and efforts to contract for goods or services on 

favorable terms and would also violate contractual requirements. 

Under a separate cover letter, DEF has filed confidential Exhibit A concerning the 

above-referenced confidential documents. 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(3)(a)(1), DEF will file its Request for Confidential 

Classification for the confidential information contained within these documents within twenty-

one (21) days of filing this request.
