2. I have personal knowledge of the matters stated in this Affidavit. 

3. I am an attorney admitted to practice law and in good standing in the State of 

Pennsylvania since 2006.  From 2008 to 2018, I represented natural gas, electric, and water utility 

clients in state regulatory proceedings before the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission and 

Pennsylvania appellate courts.
