A. Customer complaints decreased by nearly 57 percent, from6 

561 total complaints in 2013 to 243 complaints in 2020.7 

This represents the lowest number of complaints since 2012.8 

Commission infractions also decreased, with only two since9 

2016. The decrease in complaints is driven largely by10 

implementation of the new billing system in 2017 and11 

by Tampa Electric’s strong customer focus and improved12 

business operations. Tampa Electric uses these complaints13 

as an opportunity for continuous improvement, either14 

through team member training, process or system changes,15 

and/or improved customer education.16
