 7      associated with the cost of removal, which was an

 8      issue in Duke's prior tax docket.  Based on private

 9      letter rulings issued by the Internal Revenue

10      Service, subsequent to Duke's prior docket, the

11      company requests the Commission approve their

12      proposed treatment.  Staff recommends approval.
