contracts and unexpired leases of the Debtors shall be the later of:
(a) the Claims Bar Date; or (b) 5:00 p.m. prevailing Eastern time on
the date that is thirty (30) days following entry of an order approving
the rejection of any executory contract or unexpired lease of the
Debtors.
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The Governmental Bar Date. Pursuant to the Bar Date Order, all
governmental units holding claims against the Debtors that arose or
are deemed to have arisen prior to the commencement of these cases
on the Petition Date are required to file proofs of claim by July 17,
2023, at 5:00 p.m. prevailing Eastern Time (the “Governmental
Bar Date”).

Secured claim under 11 U.S.C. §506(a): A claim backed by
a lien on particular property of the debtor. A claim issecured
to the extent that a creditor has the right to be paid fromthe
property before other creditors are paid. The amount of a
secured claim usually cannot be more than the value of the
particular property on which the creditor has a lien.
