Peoples Gas System, lnc. ("Peoples" or "the company"), pursuant to Section 366.093, 

Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code, hereby requests confidential

The company believes that portions of its responses to these interrogatories, as 

specified on Exhibit "A," constitute Confidential lnformation and, has designated it as such by 

highlighting. Contemporaneous with the filing of this request, Peoples submitted the confidential 

responses to the Commission Clerk under a separate, confidential cover letter. Peoples' requests 

confidential classification for this information such that it will be entitled to protection against 

public disclosure pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes. ln support of this request, the 

company states: 



I. Subsection 366.093( I), Florida Statutes, provides that any records "found by the 

Commission to be proprietary confidential business information shall be kept confidential and 

shall be exempt from s. 119.07( I), Florida Statutes [requiring disclosure under the Public Records 

Act]." Proprietary confidential business information includes but is not limited to: (a) trade 

secrets; (b) internal auditing controls and reports of internal auditors; ( c) security measures, 

systems, or procedures; (d) infonnation concerning bids or other contractual data, the disclosure 

of which would impair the efforts of the public uti lity or its affi liates to contract for goods or 

services on favorable terms; ( e) information relating to competitive interests, the d isclosure of 

which would impair the competitive business of the provider of the information; and (f) employee 

personnel information unrelated to compensation, duties, qualifications, or responsibilities. 

§366.093(3 )(a)-( t), Fla. Stat. The Confidential r nfonnation that is the subject of this request and 

motion fa lls within one or more of these statutory categories and, thus, constitutes proprietary 

confidential business information entitled to protection under Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, 

and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code. 

2. Attached hereto as Exhibit "A" is a justification for confidential treatment of the 

Confidential Information contained in the Documents. 

3. Exhibit "B" contains the public versions of the Documents with the Confidential 

Information. 

4. The Confidential Information contained in the Documents is intended to be and is 

treated by Peoples as private and has not been publicly disclosed. 

5. For the same reasons set forth herein in support of its request for confidential 

classi fi cation, Peoples a lso moves the Commission for entry of a Temporary Protective Order 

pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(6)(a) of the Florida Administrative Code. 
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Requested Duration of Confidential Classification 

6. Pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(9)(a), Peoples requests that the Confidential 

Information be treated by the Commission as confidential proprietary business information for 18 

months. lf, and to the extent that the company is in need of confidential classification of the 

Confidential In formation beyond the 18-month period set forth in the Commission rule, the 

justification and grounds for such extended confidentia l treatment are set forth in Exhibit "C" to 

this request and motion. 

WHEREFORE, Peoples Gas System, Inc. respectfully requests that the Confidential 

Information that is the subject of this request and motion be accorded confidential classification 

for the reasons set forth herein and for 18 months.
