Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006(3)(a), Florida Administrative Code, hereby files this Notice 

of Intent to Request Confidential Classification for portions of the Office of Public Counsel’s 

(“OPC”) post-hearing statement of issues and positions (“Post-Hearing Brief”) to be filed on 

October 6, 2023.  

Pursuant to the Order Establishing Procedure entered in the above-captioned dockets, Post-

Hearing Briefs must be filed on October 5, 2023. However, this date was extended to October 6, 

2023, pursuant to a ruling by the Chairman on September 15, 2023, at the close of the hearing of 

the above-referenced matter. [Tr. 2091] Based on informal discussions with the Office of Public 

Counsel, Peoples understands that portions of the OPC’s Post-Hearing Brief may contain 

information that Peoples has previously designated as confidential through Motions for Temporary 

Protective Order or Requests for Confidential Classification filed in the above-captioned dockets. 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(3)(a) and (d), Florida Administrative Code, Peoples respectfully 

requests confidential handling of the Office of Public Counsel’s Post-Hearing Brief while the
