The 
recent ruling by Florida's Supreme Court mandates that the PSC prove why an increase of our utility rates is in 
the public's best interest. In order to accurately represent the interests of the people, the PSC must first 
understand the challenges and experiences faced by Floridians like me. Therefore, I request that the PSC 
organizes public meetings in all counties directly impacted by your decisions. Meeting us face-to-face will 
provide an opportunity for residents to share our experiences, concerns, and perspectives on util ity rates. It is 
important that the PSC considers the views of all Floridians, particularly those who struggle with high energy 
costs . I firm ly believe that the PSC should work diligently to ensure that uti lity rates are fa ir and just for all 
residents . T hank you for acting on thi s important issue, and I look forward to working together to achieve fai r 
utility rates and accessible public meetings in our communiti es.
