Recently, the Cleco and SWEPCO utilities kept unprofitable lignite coal plants open in Dolet Hills while charging residents an 
astounding $13/MWh, up from $4/MWh. They had the lignite and they were determined to use it, without respect to the harm to 
consumers and the environment. 

A judge ruled against the utilities, and they had to pay a total of $130 million to consumers.
