Florida Public Utilities Company (herein, “FPUC” or “Company”) by and through its
undersigned counsel, hereby files this Petition, pursuant to Sections 366.041, 366.05 and 366.06,
Florida Statutes, and in accordance with Rules 25-9.034, Florida Administrative Code, and 28-
106.201, Florida Administrative Code, seeking approval from the Florida Public Service
Commission (“FPSC” or “Commission”) of a Contract with the Agency for Persons with
Disabilities (“APD”) for upgrading the electric distribution facilities at the Sunland Center in
Marianna, Florida. In support of this request, the Company hereby states:

1) FPUC operates as both a natural gas utility and an electric utility subject to the Commission's
jurisdiction under Chapter 366, Florida Statutes. Its principal business address is:

3) The Agency for Persons with Disabilities, or APD, is an agency of the State of Florida

that, among other things, provides housing and care for persons with disabilities. It operates the
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Sunland Center in Marianna, Florida, which is a current customer of FPUC served under the
approved GSLD schedule.

4) The Commission is vested with jurisdiction in this matter in accordance with Section
366.06, Florida Statutes, pursuant to which the Commission has the authority to determine
whether the rates demanded, charged, or collected by any public utility for its service are fair,
just, and reasonable. In doing so, the Commission is authorized to give consideration, among
other things, to the efficiency, sufficiency, and adequacy of the facilities provided and the
services rendered; the cost of providing such service and the value of such service to the public;
and the ability of the utility to improve such service and facilities as set forth in Section 366.041,
Florida Statutes. In addition, the Commission is authorized to require or approve “repairs,
improvements, additions, replacements, and extensions to the plant and equipment of any public
utility when reasonably necessary to promote the convenience and welfare of the public and
secure adequate service or facilities for ;[hose reasonably entitled thereto.” Section 366.05(1)(a),
Florida Statutes.

5) The Company is unaware of any material facts in dispute at this time, but the proceeding
may involve disputed issues of material fact. The Company’s request set forth herein does not
involve reversal or modification of a Commission decision or proposed agency action. As a party
to the contract hereby offered for approval, FPUC’s substantial interests will be determined in
this proceeding, because the Commission’s actions herein will determine whether or not FPUC
will be allowed to provide the services set forth in the contract to the Sunland Center pursuant to
the negotiated contract. This is a Petition representing a request for approval of a special contract
from the Commission, which is the affected agency located at 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard,

Tallahassee, Florida 32399.
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harden the customer’s distribution system, focusing primarily on hardening the customer’s main
service line and key laterals in an effort to bring a large portion of the customer’s system up to
NESC Storm Hardening Standards. The analysis assumed that the work was to be completed
using a combination of third-party contractor support and existing FPUC utility crews. See,

10)  The analysis demonstrated that, due to natural degradation over time, as well as the
impacts of Hurricane Michael in 2018, Sunland Center’s distribution system needs a large-scale
system rebuild to prevent reliability issues and improve the safety and efficiency of the facilities
for both the customer, its residents, and FPUC employees. Furthermore, failure to proactively
address the issues on the distribution system will eventually negatively impact the safety of those
served by, and those working on, the Sunland Center’s distribution system. There is also a
potential that, due to the interconnected nature of the Sunland Center’s system with FPUC’s
distribution system, a failure on the Sunland Center’s system could adversely impact service for

other FPUC customers in the surrounding area.

11)  After reviewing the report, FPUC and APD commenced negotiations for a contract that
would utilize the grant funds awarded to APD to fund FPUC’s work on the Sunland Center’s
system, including completion of the necessary engineering designs and the purchase of materials
necessary to complete the work. The result is the attached, unexecuted “FLORIDA AGENCY
FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES STANDARD CONTRACT” (“Sunland Contract”),
which is attached hereto as Attachment A. The Sunland Contract contemplates that FPUC, with
the assistance of third-party contractors, will remove as much of the overhead distribution system

as possible without impacting the existing overhead telephone and communications equipment

and will replace it with new overhead facilities that meet NESC Storm Hardening Standards.
FPUC will also construct an underground electric distribution system in certain areas consisting
of primary conductors/conduit, pad mounted transformers and switches, secondary
conductors/conduit, as well as service conductors/conduit. The system will utilize primary
overhead metering equipment, which will be designated as the point of delivery and meter all
energy used at Sunland Center. The Sunland Contract contemplates that work will be completed

by mid-year 2026.

12)  FPUC and APD are ready to move forward with the actions contemplated by the Sunland
Contract as expeditiously as possible in order to upgrade the service and facilities at the Sunland
Center. As such, FPUC requests that it be authorized to execute the Sunland Contract with APD
immediately upon approval by the Commission. FPUC further respectfully asks that review of
the Sunland Contract be undertaken expeditiously to which end FPUC commits to provide

expedited responses to any inquiry by Commission staff.

WHEREFORE, FPUC respectfully requests that the Commission approve the Sunland

Contract, which is attached hereto as Attachment A.

FLORIDA AGENCY FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES STANDARD CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT is entered into between the Florida Agency for Persons with Disabilities, hereinafter referred to

as the "Agency," and Florida Public Utilities Company hereinafter referred to as the "Utility Agency/Owner
(UAO)." The Agency and UAO agree as follows:

1.

Contract Document

This Contract and its attachments and any exhibits referenced in said attachments, together with any
documents incorporated by reference, contain all the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties, and
such documents shall collectively constitute and be referred to as the "Contract.

Witnesseth

a. The UAO is the owner of electric utility facilities for the distribution of electric energy in Marianna, Florida
and desires to sell electric energy.

b. The Agency is currently engaged in the repair and upgrade of electric utilities facilities located at the
Sunland Center, located in Marianna, Florida. The Agency currently purchases electric energy from the
UAO under the formerly approved rate GSLD schedule.

Effective and Ending Dates

This Contract shall begin on, 04/01/20240r on the date on which the Contract has been signed by the last

party required to sign it, whichever is later. It shall end at midnight, local time at 11.59 PM, Florida, on
06/30/2026.

State of Florida Law

This Contract is executed and entered into in the State of Florida, and all claims, controversies and causes of
action arising out of or relating to this Contract shall be construed, performed and enforced in all respects in
accordance with Florida law, without regard to Florida provisions for conflict of laws that would result in the
application of the laws of a different jurisdiction. Courts of competent jurisdiction in Florida shall have

exclusive jurisdiction in any action regarding this Contract and venue shall be as provided in PUR 1000 (as
defined in Section 19).

Contract Amount

The Agency shall pay for contracted services according to the terms and conditions of this Contract in an
amount not to exceed $2,085,000.00 or the rate schedule, subject to the availability of funds and satisfactory
performance of all terms and conditions by the UAO. The State of Florida's performance and obligation to pay
under this Contract is contingent upon an annual appropriation by the Legislature. Any costs or services paid
for under any other contract or from any other source are not eligible for payment under this Contract.

Monitoring by the Agency

The UAO shall permit all persons who are duly authorized by the Agency to inspect and copy any records,
papers, documents, facilities, goods and services of the UAO that are relevant to this Contract, and to
interview any clients, employees and subcontractor employees of the UAO to assure the Agency of the
satisfactory performance of the terms and conditions of this Contract. Following such review, the Agency will
deliver to the UAO a written report of its findings, and may direct the development by the UAO of a corrective
action plan. The UAO hereby agrees to timely correct all deficiencies identified in the corrective action plan.
This provision will not limit the Agency’s termination rights under Section 27.d.
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named as a Certificate Holder under each policy of liability insurance maintained by the UAO pursuant to this
Contract, unless the Agency waives in writing this requirement. Such coverage may be provided by a self-
insurance program established and operating under the laws of the State of Florida. The Agency reserves the
right to require additional insurance as specified in this Contract.

9. Public Records (Section 119.0701, F.S.)

a.

The UAO shall keep and maintain public records required by the Agency to perform the services
specified in this Contract.

Upon request from the Agency's Custodian of Public Records, the UAO shall provide the Agency with a
copy of the requested records or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at
a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter 119, Florida Statutes or as otherwise provided
by law.

The UAO shall ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records
disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of the Contract
term and following completion of the Contract if the UAO does not transfer the records to the Agency.

Upon completion of the Contract, the UAO shall transfer, at no cost, to the Agency all public records in
possession of the UAO or keep and maintain public records required by the Agency to perform the
service. If the UAO transfers all public records to the Agency upon completion of the Contract, the UAO
shall destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public
records disclosure requirements. If the UAO keeps and maintains public records upon completion of the
Contract, the UAO shall meet all applicable requirements for retaining public records. All records stored
electronically must be provided to the Agency, upon request from the Agency’s Custodian of Public
Records, in a format that is compatible with the information technology systems of the Agency.

A request to inspect or copy public records relating to the Agency Contract must be made directly to the
Agency, except that as it relates to records required to be filed with the Florida Public Service
Commission in order for UAO to seek approval of the Agency Contract, requests to inspect or copy
public records shall be made to the Florida Public Service Commission. If the Agency does not possess
the requested records, the Agency shall immediately notify the UAO of the request, and the UAO must
provide the records to the Agency or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable
time.

If the UAO does not comply with the Agency’s request for records, the Agency shall enforce the contract
provisions in accordance with the Contract.

If the UAQ fails to provide the public records to the Agency within a reasonable time, the UAO may be
subject to penalties under section 119.10, F.S.

If a civil action is filed against the UAO to compel the production of public records relating to the
Contract, the court shall assess and award against the UAO the reasonable costs of enforcement,
including reasonable attorney fees, if (i) the court determines that the UAO unlawfully refused to comply
with the public records request within a reasonable time; and (ii) at least 8 business days before filing
the action, the plaintiff provided written notice of the public records request, including a statement that
the UAO has not complied with the request, to the Agency and to the UAO. A UAO who complies with a
public records request within 8 business days after the notice is sent is not liable for the reasonable
costs of enforcement.

Assignments and Subcontracts

a. The UAO shall not assign the responsibility for this Contract to another party without prior written approval
of the Agency, and such approval shall only be granted upon the Agency’s sole determination that such
assignment will not adversely affect the public interest or the Agency; however, in no event may UAO
assign or enter into any transaction having the effect of assigning or transferring any right to receive
payment under this Contract which right is not conditioned on full and faithful performance of UAO’s duties
hereunder. Any sublicense, assignment, or transfer otherwise occurring without prior approval of the
Agency shall be null and void. The UAO shall not subcontract for any of the work contemplated under this
Contract without prior written approval of the Agency, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

b. To the extent permitted by Florida Law, and in compliance with Section 7 of this Contract, the UAQ is
responsible for all work performed and for all commodities produced pursuant to this Contract whether
actually furnished by the UAO or its subcontractors. Any subcontracts shall be evidenced by a written
document. The UAO further agrees that the Agency shall not be liable to the subcontractor in any way or
for any reason. The UAO, at its expense, will defend the Agency against such claims.

c. The UAO shall make payments to any subcontractor within seven (7) working days after receipt of full or
partial payments from the Agency in accordance with section 287.0585, F.S., unless otherwise stated in
the Contract between the UAO and subcontractor. Failure to pay within seven (7) working days will result
in a penalty that shall be charged against the UAO and paid by the UAQO to the subcontractor in the
amount of one-half of one percent (.005) of the amount due per day from the expiration of the period
allowed for payment. Such penalty shall be in addition to actual payments owed and shall not exceed
fifteen percent (15%) of the outstanding balance due.

d. The State of Florida shall at all times be entitled to assign or transfer, in whole or part, its rights, duties, or
obligations under this Contract to another governmental agency in the State of Florida, upon giving prior
written notice to the UAO. In the event the State of Florida approves transfer of the UAO's obligations, the
UAQO remains responsible for all work performed and all expenses incurred in connection with this
Contract. This Contract shall remain binding upon the successors-in-interest of either the UAQ or the
Agency.

e. The UAO shall include, or cause to be included, in all subcontracts (at any tier) the substance of all
clauses contained in this Contract that mention or describe subcontract compliance.

Return of Funds

The UAO shall return to the Agency any balance of unobligated funds which has been advanced or paid, any
funds paid in excess of the amount to which the UAQC is entitled under the terms and conditions of this
Contract, overpayments due to unearned funds or funds disallowed that were disbursed to the UAO by the
Agency and any interest attributable to such funds pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Contract. In
the event that the UAO or its independent auditor discovers that an overpayment has been made, the UAO
shall repay said overpayment immediately without prior notification from the Agency. In the event that the
Agency first discovers an overpayment has been made, the Contract Manager, on behalf of the Agency, will
notify the UAQO by letter of such findings. Should repayment not be made: (i) within two (2) business days
after discovery by the UAO of the overpayment; or (ii) within ten (10) days after the notification letter is
received from the Agency, then the UAO will be charged interest at the lawful rate of interest on the
outstanding balance. Payments made for services subsequently determined by the Agency to not be in full
compliance with Contract requirements shall be deemed overpayments. In the event UAO owes any amount
to the Agency under this Contract and fails to pay such amount within thirty (30) days after written demand,
the Agency may deduct such amount from payments due to UAO from the Agency pursuant to this Contract.

ENERCON has been contracted to analyze Sunland’s existing electrical distribution system and
to provide guidance on potential upgrades to improve the system’s day-to-day reliability and
resiliency.

ENERCON has prepared the below conceptual designs by reviewing the FPUC provided
preliminary drawings and walkdown data from 2018. Potential design options include:

e Upgrading the 3PH backbone to meet Storm Hardening Guidelines and upgrading
conductor

e Relocating portions of line to improve maintenance accessibility
¢ Installing additional switches and fuses to improve sectionalizing

e Upgrade laterals/fused radials to meet Storm Hardening Guidelines

PROPOSED DESIGN OPTIONS
Conceptual Design

The intent of the conceptual design is to provide options for how Sunland and FPUC can utilize
the $2M funding to complete electrical distribution system upgrades, with ENERCON generating
detailed designs once the preferred items are identified. The detailed designs will include
identifying poles and equipment requiring replacement, construction ready prints, and
PoleForeman analysis.

ENERCON has identified two main options that will provide significant improvement to the
systems resiliency and reliability, Overhead Hardening of New 3PH Backbone and Overhead
Hardening of Existing 3PH Backbone. Each design will recognize a 3PH backbone and introduce
priority upgrades to storm harden each design. There will also be a list of add-ons to be
considered for current or future projects that will provide upgrades for non-backbone sections of
the system.
