The Parties [the FCC and American Broadband] agree and acknowledge that this Consent Decree 

shall constitute a final settlement between the Parties with respect to the Investigation. The Parties further agree 

that this Consent Decree does not constitute either an adjudication on the merits or a factual or legal finding 
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regarding any compliance or noncompliance with the requirements of the Communications laws. The Consent Decree 

is for the benefit of the Parties only.
