Pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, and Rul e 25-22.006, Flo rida Administrative 

Code, Florida Power & Light Company ("FPL") requests confidential classification of certa in 

information on Florida Public Serv ice Commiss ion ("FPSC" or "Commission" ) Forms 423-1 (a), 

423-2(a), 423-2(b) and 423-2 tiled w ith the Commission for the third quarter of 2024. In support of 

this request, FPL states as follows: 

I. Contemporaneously with thi s tiling on October 3 1, 2024, FPL will fi le with the 

Commiss io n and serve o n all parties of record FPL's 423 Forms fo r the third quarter of 2024. Th is 

request is being tiled for confidentia l c lassification of certain information contained in those 

documents, consistent with Rule 25-22.006, F.A.C. 

2. The following attachments are included herewith and made a part hereof: 

a. Attachment A includes the comple te and uned ited vers ion of R. W. Scherer's 
(Plant Scherer) July 2024 Forms 423-2(a), 423-2(b) and 423-2 and FPL's 
July, August, and September Form 423 -1 (a) which conta in certain 
information that FPL asserts shou ld be acco rded confidentia l treatment. The 
information in Attachment A for which FPL seeks confidential classification 
has been highlig hted. Attachment A is submitted sepa rately in a sealed 
envelope marked "CONFIDENTIAL." 

b. Attachment B (two copies) is the edited vers ion of Attachment A. Al l 
information that FPL asserts is entitled to confidentia l treatment has been 
redacted in Attachment B. 

c. Attachment C identities information for wh ich confidenti al treatm ent is 
sought and, with regard to each item o r type of informatio n, contains a brief 
statement that explains the need for confidentia li ty and refers to the specific 
statutory basis or bases for the request. 



3. Pursuant to section 366.093, FPL seeks confidentia l protection for the in forma tion 

highlighted in Attachment A. FPL submits that such information is proprietary confidentia l business 

information within the meaning of section 366.093(3). Pursuant to section 366.093, such materi als 

are entitled to confidentia l treatment and are exempt from the disclosure provis ions of the pub I ic 

records law. Thus, once the Commiss ion dete rmines that the inform ation in question is proprietary 

confide ntia l bus iness in fo rmatio n, the Commiss io n is not required to engage in any further ana lysis 

o r rev iew such as weighing the harm of disclosure against the public interest in access to the 

information. 

4. The statutory bases and support fo r FPL' s assertio n of confidentia li ty with regard to 

specifi c items or types of information are set forth more specifically in Attachment C. FPL submits 

that a portion of the info rmatio n conta ined in the 423 Forms is proprietary confidenti a l bus iness 

information regarding contractua l matters which would cause irreparable harm to FPL, the entities 

w ith whom it has entered into contracts and most importantly to FPL' s customers, if such 

informati on was disc losed to the general public. The 423 Forms contain pricing information fo r coal 

and fue l o il purchases and transportation charges between FPL and vari ous counterpart ies. The 

pric ing in fo rmation is regarded by both FPL a nd the counterparti es as confidenti a l. The pric ing, 

which resulted from negotiati ons between F PL and the counte rparties, is specifi c to the indiv idua l 

contracts and is not publ ic ly known. Disclosure of thi s information would negatively impact FPL' s 

abili ty to negoti ate pric ing favorable to its customers in future contracts. Tn additi on, potentia l 

counterparti es may refuse to enter into contracts w ith FPL, or may cha rge hi gher pri ces, if the price 

term s are made publ ic. Thi s info rmation a lso re lates to the competiti ve interests of FPL and the 

counterparti es, and disclosure of the in form ati on would impa ir their competiti ve business interests. 

The information has not been public ly disclosed and is entitled to confidentia l c lassificati on pursuant 

to sections 366.093(3)(d) and (e), F.S. 
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5. Upon a finding by th e Commission that th e material in Attachment A for which FPL 

seeks confidentia l treatment is proprietary confidenti a l bus iness informati on within the meaning of 

section 366.093(3), pursuant to secti on 366.093(4) such mate ria ls should not be declass ified for 

twenty-four (24) months, or as otherwise extended by the Commission. Further, the materia ls should 

be returned to FPL as soon as the informati on is no longer necessary for the Commiss ion to conduct 

its business. 

WHEREFORE, for the above and forego ing reasons, inc luding those set forth in the 

supporting materia ls, Florida Power & Light Company respectfully requests that its Request for 

Confidentia l C lass ification be granted .
