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Docket No. 20240106-WU - Application for a revenue-neutral uniform water rate restructuring limited 
proceeding in Alachua, Duval, Leon, Okaloosa, and Washington Counties, by North Florida Community Water 
Systems, Inc. 

Issue 1: Should the Commission grant NFCWS' s petition for a waiver of Rule 25-30.445(6), F.A.C.? 
Recommendation: Yes. NFCWS has demonstrated that the purpose of the underlying statute is being achieved 
and that strict application of the rule violates principles of fairness to its customers. 
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Issue 2: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: If no person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed agency action files a 
protest within 2 1 days of the issuance of the order, a consummating order should be issued. If the utility's 
petition for a rule waiver is granted, then the docket should remain open pending the Commission' s decision 
regarding NFCWS 's petition for a limited proceeding. However, if the utility' s petition for a rule waiver is 
denied, then the docket should be closed upon the issuance of the consummating order. 
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
