 By this letter, the Commission staff requests that Florida Public Utilities Company 
(FPUC) provide responses to the following data requests: 
 
1. In response to staff’s tenth data request, FPUC indicated it is still testing out the range of 

its proposed radio system. Please explain how the radio system will adequately cover 

FPUC’s service territory. As part of your response, please explain what alternative 

communication systems were evaluated, if any. 

 
2. On MFR Schedule B-13, page 4 of 87, FPUC budgeted $800,000 for the cost of the radio 

system. However, on page 15 and 16, line 10 of witness Haffecke’s testimony, the cost of 

the radio system is $1.3M. Please identify the total cost of the radio system and provide 

an itemized breakdown of what is included in the total cost. 
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3. Please refer to witness Haffecke’s testimony, page 16, lines 6 through 8 and MFR 

Schedule B-13, page 4 of 87, Radio system (line 33). For purposes of clarity, please 

explain if both project names used are associated with one project. If not, please explain 

the difference. 

 
4. Please refer to the direct testimony of witness Napier testimony page 22, lines 14 through 

18. Please provide the estimated storm reserve charge per 1,000 kWh with FPUC’s 

requested storm accrual increase of $446,979.
