As you know, this will be the second time the PSC has ruled on EU’s application. Your first ruling we believe was guided 
by our Charlotte County Commissioners not voicing support for EU and our strongly voiced community concerns. 

We are quite sure that EU’s personal contact with our Commissioners is what lead to your staff making reference to in 
their recommendation. 
From your meeting with us, we are sure our concerns have not changed. Your staff makes references to our 
commissioners support of EU. 

We know you will make your decision on April 1,2025. We know you may be guided by your staff. We would like to make 
our position clear. 
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If our County Commissioners want us to have sewers on our Islands, then they should responsibly do the following: 

1. Perform a study to determine what type of system is best for us. We have many speakers who stated 
the vacuum system would be wrong. 
2. Decide on what system is best and put it out for bid among qualified companies. 
3, Get us a grant if possible and if not charge us an appropriate price and amortized the initial amount on our taxes. Many 
counties have done this. 

If you find that you will follow your staff s recommendations, please be guided by our 3 requests above.
